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Introduction

The project IAMONET-RU started in 2007/2008 within the
EU-program Erasmus Mundus External Cooperation
Window. IAMONET-RU aims to the implementation of a
sustainable international academic mobility network between
EU and Russian Higher Education Institutions. The project
offers a wide range of project actions, e.g. scientific education
and training of students on BSc-, MSc and PhD-level, joint
research activities from Post Doctorates and training and
retraining of academic staff and development of updated
teaching materials. Beside that a main goal is the further
reform of current Russian study programs according to the
Bologna recommendations and the transfer of know-how
related to introduction of ECTS from EU to Russian
Universities. The Partnership within IAMONET-RU consists
of 12 Russian and 8 EU Higher Education Institutions.

In the study year 2007/2008 in total 266 Bsc- and MSc-
students, Doctorates, Post Doctorates and Academic Staff
were awarded with a grant for studying and research at a Host
university in EU or in Russian Federation within IAMONET-
RU.

The brochure gives a small overview of reports from 15
students, Doctorates, Post Doctorates and Academic Staff,
who participated in 2007/2008. Thank you for sharing your
experiences!



1. Elena Skorbina - Student

My name is Elena Skorbina and I am a student of Stavropol
State Agrarian University. I spent ten months for studying at
University of Udine in Italy. During this period I studied the
followings disciplines:

1. International marketing;

2. Tax law and taxation;

3. Organization and management of SMEs;

4. Organization and management of human resources;

5. Relationship marketing.

Having attended the lectures, I successfully passed exams
and received the certificates. During this period I also took
courses of Italian (which were kindly offered free of charge
by the University of Udine) of different levels. Compared to
the Russian system there are some differences in the Italian
system. Firstly, there is a difference in system of estimation —
at Russian universities the system of estimation is based on 5
marks. The European system is based on credits. Another
noticeable difference is that a student is not obliged to attend
lectures in the European universities (of course the student
should attend them), while at each Russian university each
student must attend all classes according to his/her schedule.
Being in Italy and studying European economy will
positively influence on my future career. There will be the
possibility to apply the gained knowledge. Beside the
knowledge and study experience abroad I was able to
improve my English language and learnt basics of Italian.
Being in foreign environment gave me more confidence and
I became a more communicable person. These are very
positive aspects of my stay abroad.

I was among the first participants in the program «Erasmus
Mundus ECW» with Russia, so that there were some
problems, but all these problems have been successfully
solved thanks to the professional staff of the International
department of the University of Udine.

I would like to participate again in the program «Erasmus
Mundusy, but already as a graduate student for a full MSc-
program, to be able to get the diploma of European standard.

2. Ekaterina Astapenko - Student

My name is Ekaterina Astapenko and I am a student from
Primorsky State Agricultural Academy in Ussuiysk. I studied
as a BSc-student from the 1st of April until 1st of October
2008 at the University of Hohenheim in Germany at the
Economic Faculty.

During my studies at the University of Hohenheim I have
chosen following modules: “Environmental and Resource
Economics”, “International Food and Agricultural Trade”,
“Project evaluation Methods”, “Markets and Marketing of
Organic Food”, “Qualitative social research for rural
development studies”. I have passed five exams and four of
them were successful. Beside the lectures I have also
attended German language course for beginners and got
certificate about good result.

Certainly, I think the main difference between the European
and Russian study is study organization is the Bologna
system. Before I studied in Germany I have only heard about
it in theory as my home university is also going to implement
this system. Another important difference for me was
student’s independence and freedom. This freedom is
expressed in a choice of modules, according yours interests
and necessity for future. All lectures were interesting and
handy organized.

It was also interesting that all exams were objective; personal
relations did not influence on the results. We had great
opportunity to use library recourses (every day and until late
evening), Internet recourses (e.g. personal Internet account in
the dorm). Due to very debugged and handy system in
Internet you can be in dialog with professors and students.
Undoubtedly, it was a great experience for my future career.
But it helps me also in the present. My individual work at the



University of Hohenheim is the base for my diploma work at
my home university. The most positive aspect of the stay for
me is great English language practice. I think it is impossible
to over-estimate its value. Other positive aspects are
acquaintance with the European culture, communication with
new interesting people.

3. Nadezhda Laevskaja - Student

My name is Nadezhda Laevskaya. I am from Russia,
Moscow. I am 5th year student of Moscow State
Agroengineering University named after V. P. Goryachnin. I
studied from February 2008 until August 2008 I at BOKU in
(University of Natural Recourses and Applied Science),
Vienna, Austria as a participant in the project IAMONET-
RU.

I studied at BOKU in English language. Some of the classes I
attended were Human Safety in Food Processing, Landscape
architecture, Regional Economics, Introduction to the law
and politics of the European Union, Decision Making in
Management with Special Emphasis on Cultural Differences;
The professors are not only from Austria, e.g. Landscape
architecture was held by a professor from Canada. Is seems
that you have the chance you get knowledge from all over
the world. After semester you have to pass the exam on each
subject.

There are some differences between the EU and RU
university life. First of all in EU everything is new for you,
the types of activities are different and most of them are
made by university staff (in Russia by students). The student
life is more organized and much cheaper than in Russia.
More benefits are accessible. In one hostel could live people
from four different universities (in Russia each university has
got its own student dorm). so you can imagine what type of
exchange life is there, it is really great, not only people from
different cities, people from different countries! I should say
that students are friendlier. You can easily begin to study

new languages with native people. For example, I helped an
Italian girl studying Russian. I met new students, we are still
in contact, and I hope we will stay in touch even longer. |
became more independent, adult.

For me that half year plays a big role in my life. I began to
value life a different way, understood what it means to be a
good friend abroad. It is small challenge, how to
communicate with people with other history, ideas. I
understood how interesting it is to study more individual;
when you have a task and a tutor. You should make your task
better than others, it is more a competition. I improved my
professional knowledge and language skills. If I have an
opportunity to take part once more in IAMONET, I will of
course try to do it!

4. Areshyan Shagane - Student

I’'m taking part in Erasmus Mundus project as an MSc
student in Warsaw University of Life Sciences in Poland for
22 months. I’ve spent a year studying in Warsaw so far, and I
would like to share some experience.

First of all, I must say that I’'m very happy to have a chance
to participate in a project like this. And I would like to thank
the coordinators of Hohenheim University and my Home
University, and all the people who made it possible, and
made me feel like home from the first minutes of my stay in
Poland.

Secondly, a few words about academic performance in my
Host University. The main thing I liked in the teaching
system (and which was totally different from my Russian
university) was the freedom to pick up the subjects I want to
study. I’ve had a wide range of economical courses to choose
from, and the majority of them were interesting to take part
into. Among them were Strategic management, Economic
and Dbusiness forecasting, International management,
Marketing, Taxation and others. Another thing to be
mentioned is the professors’ creative approach to classes,



including case studies, presentations, discussions, study trips
and so on. What’s more, studying together with other
students from all over Europe makes the lessons even more
interesting, as we’re able to share different experiences and
thus look at some problems from various points of view.

But being an Erasmus student includes not only academic
life, but also a lot of interesting activities during free time. |
can say that during this year I learnt a lot not only about
Poland and its culture, history and traditions, but also about
Europe. As well as other international students I had a
chance to take part in some trips around Poland organized by
the University. I made a lot of friends from Spain, Portugal,
Hungary, Germany, France and Poland, of course. Having
Polish roommates in the dormitory, I’'m practicing Polish
with them and it’s getting better, so I hope to add one more
language into my “list” soon.

I’'m sure that living and studying in such an international
environment makes me more open-minded and will help me
to understand and communicate better with various people
regardless of their nationality in the future. In my opinion,
that’s the most important personal benefit I can get. Thinking
about negative aspects of my stay in Poland, I honestly can’t
find any. And if I have a chance to participate in this project
once again, [ will do it with greatest pleasure.

5. Alexey Pristupa - PhD

Currently I am at Wageningen University and Research
Center as a PhD for 12 months within the framework of
IAMONET-RU.

Wageningen University is well-known inside and outside of
Europe for its high-quality research in the field of natural and
life sciences. Therefore it’s proudly called “Universality of
life sciences”. Moreover, a wide range of science groups
allows performing an interdisciplinary research on a variety
of topics. Within the IAMONET 1 was attached to the

Environmental Policy Group and was involved in the
research on bio fuels production in Russia.

I found myself in a very international environment having
colleagues from Australia, Germany, Vietnam, China,
Indonesia, African and South American countries and, of
course, Dutch natives. Surprisingly, it turned out that I was
the only Russian in my chair group, so I was very flattered
with the interest that my co-workers revealed to me and my
home country. It was a challenge sometimes to ruin (or
support) a number of stereotypes that people had about
Russia and its citizens.

The PhD-level studies entail a big share of personal initiative
and responsibility. To my opinion, in contrast to Russian
education, a PhD student in Wageningen is more
independent in his research and it is granted more freedom in
making certain choices in his study, however this of course
depends on the type of research and interests of the funding
agency.

The social organisation of the chair group is very horizontal
that implies not-a-degree-restricted communication between
junior and senior staff of the group. It is very common to
have lunches all together in the university canteen where
daily events are discussed in a friendly atmosphere with a
bowl of soup.

During my stay in Wageningen I attended a number of events
in the area of my research. Bio fuels and bio refinery enjoy a
special interest in Europe due to the long-term plans for
realization of bio-based economy. Therefore the symposium
in October, 2008 that initiated the development of “Bio
refinery programme” in the Netherlands was of a special
interest to me. Moreover, I learned a lot from the courses
offered in the university and oriented at PhD students. One of
them “Sustainable Bio-energy and Innovation” provided me
with useful information about innovative technologies in bio-
energy production, their application and added value in
business and markets. General course “Research



methodology: from topic to proposal” helped me to answer
different methodological questions while conducting a
scientific research. This spring I will be attending big
international conference and expo in Amsterdam devoted to
bio fuels. Usually such events offer the chance to get
acquainted with state of the art technologies, acquire new
knowledge and meet new people in the similar research
fields.

Due to IAMONET-grant I greatly expanded my knowledge
in the studied area and extended my professional network.
Scientific publications prepared together with my supervisors
will definitely be useful for my future career, and will
hopefully contribute to the research in this field.

I can hardly mention any negative aspects concerning my
stay abroad: it has been a wonderful time full of new useful
experiences. The surrounding academic environment plus
motivated and interesting people encouraged me to grow
both professionally and personally. I appreciate very much
the opportunity to participate in the IAMONET programme
and I will try to apply again, as much as I recommend others
to apply as well!

6. Alena Selmeneva - Student

Until the start of my 22 months-MSc-mobility I taught
German as a foreign language and worked in the
International office of the Omsk State Agrarian University. I
have started my studies within [AMONET in the summer
semester 2008 at the Tuebingen University in Germany,
where I am studying at the department of social sciences. My
lectures are in the field of sociology, education and German
as a foreign language. I attend courses, lectures and
workshop regarding: Sociological theory, Empirical Social
Research, Introduction into the contemporary theory of the
sociology of art, German Social Structure, Introduction in
Social Work. As well I am attending courses in Lectures in
German Language and Grammar. There are some main

differences in the educational system between Russia and
EU. In Germany the students have a larger choice in their
studies. The students have fewer obligations to attend a set of
lectures than in Russia, where you have to follow a strict
setting of courses that you must attend. In Germany you can
more or less choose the lectures you want to attend where as
in Russia you follow a fixed plan during your studies. The
most difficult situation is the beginning of the studies. A lot
of terms used in the academic field are used in a different
context. The freedom of choice makes it difficult to decide
how to organize the proper study. Basically the courses are in
German, but academic German is hard to follow. But there
are some which have a mixture of German and English text.
This I found the most difficult courses to attend. Written
exams are quite different. Usually there is a broad scope of
questions that could be dealt with. The Russian student might
expect a certain number of questions which should be
learned. But this is not the case here. The whole course can
be covered by questions. I can already see some positive
aspects for my future career back in Russia. During these
studies I am able to give a lager variety of lectures about
Germany including history and sociology at my home
university, when I will finish my MSc-program. Beside my
studies there are of course attractive cultural possibilities, for
example visits of museums and cities. The University of
Tuebingen itself is offering interesting courses about German
history, culture including tours to museum and different
places. During that project I received more insight in foreign
exchange which I could use in my work in the international
department back home in Omsk.

7. Tatyana Semenova - PhD

I am a PhD-student of Moscow State University. Currently
I’'m staying at The University of Copenhagen, Center for
Social evolution, as a PhD-participant of the EM ECW-
program. I’ve obtained a one-year financial support within



IAMONET-RU and already spent six exciting months
working and studying in Denmark.

I’ve greatly appreciated the opportunities for communication
and sharing experiences between researchers: Monday
morning group meetings, regular (1-2 times a week)
seminars and guest scientists’ presentations, journal club
sessions and scientific discussions during informal events. |
was lucky to be supervised by Dr. D. P. Hughes, who had
kindly arranged my participation in two educational courses,
exams in which I have successfully passed.

As my background was proteinase purification and
characterization, my project in Copenhagen is devoted to
proteolytic activity in the fungal gardens — a very interesting
symbiotic association in which ants cultivate fungus for food.
I significantly improved my technical skills working on this
project, guided by Dr M. Schiott. His friendly attitude was
really very helpful at the beginning of my work in a new
laboratory, which is usually followed by numerous mistakes.

The results of my project were partly presented on Social
Insect biology symposium in Oulanka (Finland), which, in
my opinion, was the most exciting meeting [’ve ever
attended.

I also took part in projects devoted to other taxonomic groups
of fungi, training at molecular techniques, field work and
isolation and cultivation of Entomophthorales fungi, which
was very useful in a sense of future scientific career.

I think that IAMONET-grant provides really great
opportunities for the beginning of scientific career which
overweighs the homesickness which I sometimes felt.
Waiting for visa can be somewhat lengthy, so I can advice
participants to be in contact with the coordinators to control
the process of visa. I hope that further six months of my stay
will also be very intensive and it’s possible that I will apply
for IAMONET grant again as it is a very effective way of
building scientific career.
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8. llya Mityushev - Post Doc

I am a senior lecturer at the Entomology Department of the
Russian State Agrarian University — Moscow Timiryazev
Agricultural Academy. In 2008 I applied for the Erasmus
Mundus External Cooperation window in the project
IAMONET-RU and I was accepted for 10-month post
doctorate fellowship at the University of Udine, Italy.

During my stay in Italy I was involved with a research
project carried out by the Department of Biology and Plant
Protection of the University of Udine entitled Pheromone
mating disruption of pests on fruit crops and grapevine. Since
pheromone mating disruption is not a widely used method of
pest control in Russia and as my own research activities, as
well as my PhD thesis, are linked with pheromones of
insects, it was a great advantage for me to participate in this
project. With my Italian colleagues I worked at this subject
with a research team in the apple and peach orchards and in
vineyards in the countryside near Udine performing
monitoring of pests and fruits damage. This work allowed me
to learn new methods of plant protection and to know more
about modern lab equipment and research techniques. At the
Department of Biology and Plant protection of the University
of Udine I was kindly accepted by my supervisor. Here I
found a really warm and comfortable atmosphere that
allowed me to work in good conditions and to establish not
only professional contacts, but also friendship with Italian
colleagues. It was interesting to meet researches and students
of other nationalities and to learn with them. Thanks to my
supervisor | had an opportunity to communicate with staff in
other organizations linked with plant protection and
agriculture, such as phytosanitary services and winemaking
consortiums. During my Postdoc I visited two conferences
on protection of fruit crops. I prepared a seminar about
educational and scientific activities of my home University
and presented it to colleagues.
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Since it was my first visit to Italy and to European Union
I’ve gained a great cultural benefit since I had an opportunity
to know more about Italian and European culture, traditions
and way of life. All in all, participation in Erasmus Mundus
ECW for IAMONET-RU program was a great experience for
me at the scientific, professional and cultural level and I
would apply for this program again.

9. Irina Lebedeva - Post Doc

My name is Irina Lebedeva and I am employed at St.
Petersburg State Agrarian University. I spent my 6 months-
Post Doc stay at University of Copenhagen in Denmark.
Scientific performance: I performed my research project at
the Department of Basic Animal and Veterinary Sciences of
the Faculty of Life Sciences. The title of the project: “Study
on the role of prolactin in the regulation of cAMP
concentration and meiosis reinitiation in bovine oocytes”. |
conducted experiments at the IVF laboratory in cooperation
with my colleagues, Dr. Morten Vejlsted and technical
assistants Anne Dorte Roed and Bente Synnestvedt. There
were very good conditions at the host University to perform
my research program. I had possibilities, which are still not
possible in that way at my home University: I used the very
good equipment and was provided with all necessary
reagents and bovine ovaries that were delivered weekly from
a slaughterhouse. The results of our joint research were
presented by Dr. M. Vejlsted at the 35th Annual Conference
of the International Embryo Transfer Society, which was
hold at San Diego, USA, January 3-7, 2009. In addition, the
Head of the host Department, Mette Schmidt, gave me an
opportunity to become acquainted with the work of the
Embryology Department of Aarhus University and to attend
the Summer Meeting of the Center for Reproduction and
Fetal Development (CRAFT), which took place on the 20th
of August in Denmark. The data of my research supported by
IAMONET-grant will be used for preparing my dissertation

for the degree of Doctor of Biological Sciences that will help
my future scientific career. I have also mastered new
methods and developed further my research skills, which is
very useful for my following scientific work.

Personal Aspects: During my stay in Copenhagen, I had an
opportunity to be acquainted with culture and nature of
Denmark, find new friends and gain the personal scientific
connections with my colleagues at the University of
Copenhagen. I would like to thank IAMONET RU for the
finance support of my research mobility.

10. Alexey Alipichev - Academic Staff

My name is Alexey Alipichev from Moscow State
Agroengineering University named after V. P. Goryachkin.
Within TAMONET RU I was granted with from 1.3.2008 to
30.4.2008 as Academic Staff at Czech University of Life
Sciences Prague.

Scientific performance: carrying out the activities according
to the individual program for the purpose of raising the level
of academic skills and professional development

- attending advanced training courses of Human Resource
Management and Organizational Behavior, and Agricultural
Systems, as well as lectures and seminars given by lecturers
of Department of Foreign Languages, including Extended
Language Studies (Presentation Skills, Professional
Conversation, Business Correspondence) and discussing the
issues of teaching contents planning and language training
techniques in agricultural higher educational establishments
with the lecturers;

- having scientific talks with specialists in language,
agriculture and labour psychology on modern approaches to
personnel assessment, requirements made for the
professional competence level and professionally valid
personal traits, as well as ways of their development in the
training process;
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- examining scientific papers devoted to FL teaching for
agricultural students on interdisciplinary base;

- analyzing the structure and content of courses on English
for Agriculture and Environment, Farm Machinery
Management,  Agriculture =~ Mechanization, = World’s
Agricultural Systems etc.;

- taking an active part in public debate sessions devoted to
acute issues of contemporary world by making sound reports
and responding to proposed motions;

- visiting ,,Skoda* plant, truck manufacturing plant “Avia
Ashok” as a member of international group and taking part in
presentations and discussions of the production efficiency
and ways of its increasing.

IAMONET grant and the experience gained abroad have
come in handy in subsequent participation (May, 2008 —
February, 2010) in TEMPUS ILAN Project aimed at
elaborating a set of study materials for Russian students and
academic staff going abroad to participate in study exchange
programs with the purpose of raising their linguistic and
international mobility competence before their leaving
abroad.

Integration at the faculty and cooperation with colleagues:
Seventy percent of my success with WUR and BOKU was
the merit of my host university contacts (project
coordinators), and that being at several levels.

First, they provided for me a perfect input on blended and
distant learning.

Second, at WUR they gave me a chance to participate in the
training on Thesis Supervision, which helped me
tremendously in the management of my work with PhD
students.

Third, they furnished a perfectly fulfilling atmosphere for my
study and establishment of personal and professional
contacts.

Last but not the least, they gave me an opportunity to meet
outstanding European-level researcher in the field of
vocational education. Now we cooperate very closely and
concentrate on the fields of common interest, i.e. issues of
vocational education, linguistic training and study of
professional competencies.

Differences I have noted in the scientific work between host
and home universities:

Every teacher in the Netherlands is responsible for his/her
fundraising and his/her teaching tenure ship depends on the
quality of the research conducted.

Now I am developing two international projects in
cooperation with my WUR colleagues, and that will largely
contribute to advancement of both teaching and research in
my home university. My observations in European
professional culture were summed-up in a manual that I plan
to publish for potential academic mobility participants.

After my mobility I acquired better understanding of other
cultures and gained advanced skills in time management as
the Dutch are known for the precise scheduling.

Negative and positive aspects of the stay:

My Dutch and Austrian colleagues paid their possible efforts
to my personal plan and my research programme both of
which I benefited from.

12. Tatyana Mamunova - Post Doc

My name is Tatyana Mamunova. I am from Buryat State
University and I participated in JAMONET from 05.09.08
until 05.03.09 as a Post Doc for 6 months within Target
Group 2 at the University of Udine in Italy. The topic of my
research was Peculiarities of organization and management
of students’ independent work.

The result of the given work will be the scientific
article which is prepared for a participation in the
International conference "Globalization and Education", on
July, 1-4 July, 2009 r., Ulan-Ude. The paper is prepared
together with the adviser my training professor Marisa
Michelini.

6. Together with Albert Stefanel (the participant the project
"Mozem") I am working up mathematical models of physical
processes in thermodynamics and the mechanics.

7. 1 gained new knowledge with syllabuses, the training
materials on higher mathematics, the organization of
educational process. I had the chance to visit lectures,
consultations and attend final examination (specialties -
"Technology" and "Biology").

In my opinion, students from University of Udiny have a
strong internal motivation: they are aware that its necessary
for them and so they are using the best efforts for education.

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13. Sergey Kostarev - Post Doc

Subject: Water management and implementation of EU
water initiatives in Russia.

During six months I carried out researches under the
supervision of Prof. Wim Cofino (Centre for Water and
Climate) and Dr. Jochen Froebrich (IWRM Team) in the
fields of water management and environmental policy. As a
result, contacts with WUR scientists and researchers were
established, innovations in environmental management were
studied, proposals for implementing European knowledge of
water management in Russia were created, and skills of
professional English language usage were gained.

Moreover, I took part in 1st Wageningen Water Platform -
Central Asia Symposium (May, 2008) and Wageningen
Water Exchange (January, 2009).

Generally TAMONET-grant and the experiences abroad
developed my scientific facility because knowledge level and
research process in EU is different from Russia so I can
reinvest my idea into innovative form. Moreover, e-library
opportunity provide for new publications reading and for
preparing of my own papers.

I am sure that such exchange program is good chance for
researchers from Russia to be incorporated in EU scientific
community and my colleagues from WUR and I would like
to development of our network research by preparing of
some proposal for new projects.

Scientific performance. Theme: Comparative study of the
halophytic vegetation of Germany and Russia. Together with
my German colleagues a comparative study of the vegetation
of the Central and Eastern Europe salinized soils (in
Germany and Russia) was carried out. The methodology we
were using in the scientific work in Germany was the same
as in Russia, but the University material and technical base in
Stuttgart is much better than in Togliatti. During my stay
abroad I participated in several Workshops and conferences
in Brno (Czech Republic), Kiel, Stuttgart (Germany), Minsk
(Byelorussia) and Petrozavodsk (Russia). Besides, four
expeditions and research excursions to the North Sea
(France), the Adriatic Sea (Italy), the Baltic Sea (Germany)
and the Black Sea (Bulgaria) were organized. Friendly
relations and professional contacts with the scientists from
Germany, the Netherlands and Bulgaria were established and
now the research work on the vegetation of the European part
of Russia based on the international project SynBioSys
Europe is performing.

Personal Aspects. One of the benefits of my stay in Stuttgart
was that I had an opportunity to spend some time working
and living in another country. I was able to study the nature
of several European countries. And I have learnt the culture
of German people: their way of life, values, attitudes and
feelings.
